Changes in government
legislation, health & safety and employment
issues all have to be reviewed and kept up to
date. Recent changes to the Freedom of
Information Act entailed a review a@buncil
policies however, as they are kept relevant
and up to date, this did not prove too
onerous but the increasing amount of
correspondence received by the council
ensures members have to keep up to date
with all these procedural matters.

ALLOTMENTS

The allotment site is very well maintained
and at this moment the council has a waiting
list for plots. 30 allotments are provided, a
good number for a relatively small parish.
This year has seen a change in policy as to
how the allotments are judged fdhe two
awards; best kept and most improved. The
council will commission experienced
independent judges to visit twice a year.
Councillors will, of course, continue to
monitor the general tidiness of the site on
visits throughout the year.

FINANCE

The financial transactions of the parish
council are highly regulated by both the
District Audit, the appointment of an

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the council were in a position where there
were no financial discrepancies raised and a
clean bill of health was welcomed by all
members.

Expenditure, as always, is closely monitored
by regular meetings of the council and this
year, in the current economidimate,

concern has been noted in relation to the
loss of interest raised from the reserve

accounts. This shortfall, which has been
experienced by many councils will be
accommodated by careful budgeting and will
not reflect on the precept for 202011 &

it has only been increased by 1%. The
council has committed approximately £2600
for the upgrade of Walton Community
Development Centre but the money, which
was earmarked for a bus shelter on Gallery
Lane, will be redeployed at a later date. The
granZ YIRS G2 {4 tSiGSNI
churchyard maintenance has been increased
from £600£800. The council has concluded
to apply the principle of best value in all
appropriate financial deliberations.

FOOTPATHS

The footpath committee continues to meet
twice ayear to discuss footpath issues.
Volunteers, residents within the parish who
regularly walk the path around the parish,
come along to the meeting and their input is
invaluable to the council. Matters passed on
to Derbyshire County Council this year
include work to repair steps, broken gates
and unsafe bridges. Ggoing concerns
include motorbikes using footpath 25 and
4x4 vehicles on Hunger Hill (RUPP 22). The
parish council, on behalf of DCC, carry out
ground clearance of paths in the parish and
are mid up to £495 for this work.
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was held on the last Saturday in August.
Stalls, fairground rides, Punch & Judy and
other entertainments were all enjoyed.
Various other stalls, many of them local
groups were both inside the hall and on the
recreation ground and the cream teas
available from The Ladies Club were very
well received! The annual allotment awards

day and sincere thanks are offered for this.
In total, once the running costs for the event
had been deducted, members were pleased
to be able to doate £113.93 to Ashgate
Hospice.

The parish council has already decided to
hold an event in 2010 and will meet to
review the activities and future format for
the day.

GRIT BINS

Together with Derbyshire County Council,
the parish council has formealpartnership
whereby DCC supply the grit for all the bins
in the parish free of charge on the
understanding that the council ensure all the
bins are filled.

Re-election of Chairman - the council held
its annwal meeting on Tuesday 4 May.
This meetings alegal statutory
requirement in law anavhen
appointments to various committees and
annual subscriptions are resolved. More
importantly, this meeting elects both the
Chairman and Vie€hairman of the parish
council for the forthcoming year. This
year boh positions remain the same with
Martin Thacker as Chairman abdan
Corbridge as Vie€Ehairman. Both
members have to sign a declaration of

acceptance of office, which is witnessed by

the Clerkat the meeting

Administration -All parish councilbave
beenurged to check with LanBegistry to
ensure all their amenities are correctly
registered. Failure to this could potentially
lead to adverse occupation of the land and
a long and protracted legal procedure to
reclaim any land.
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Training and a meetingithh a land registry
advisor is imminent to ensure the parish
council is fully registered and has the
appropriate up to date documentation for
this.

Allotments ¢ for the first time,

No matters raised required
attention by the parish council and all

Council members resolved that the
Christmas tree required reduction in height
and pruning in order for lights to be placed
safely on it when required.

Traffic matters ¢ members of the council
receivedcorrespondence in relation to
traffic and parking issues on Holymoor
Road, especially near the school. Although
the parish councik sympathetic and
appreciatethe viewsraised these matters
are not within ther direct remit The

council has raised sifar matters to

various appropriate authorities on several
occasions.However, nembers ofcouncil
agreed to bring issues to such bodies again
and as such correspondence, together with
a copy otthe letter submitted weresent to
Derbyshire Constabulary, BGHighways

and Parking Enforcement Departments and
Stuart Ellis, County Councillor for this
Division. It is understood that these
authoritieshave since contacted the
resident directly to discuss the issues
raised.

Staff ¢ Folbwing the retirement ofBrian
Brough, caretaker at the villader the

past 8 years interviews were held for a
replacement and in April Mark Hoole was
appointed to work with Ken Collis. Each
caretaker works four days on followed by
four days off on a strict rota basis. This
year,instead of the village hall being
closed to accommodate holiday periods,
the hall will remain open with additional
holiday pay being paid to staff instead.
This means that although the hall will have

increased running costs, it will also be open
to allgroups whose meetings aret

dictated by school holidaysThis change

will also ensure that any problems that
might have arisen during shutdown, ie
glass on car park, litter issues, repairs to
the hall will be checked daily instead of
having no one on dy.

Training ¢ remains a high priority for the
parish councidnd both members and staff
attend appropriate courses as required.
Recent courses attended include
information and duties in relation to the
Freedom of Information Act and new
standing ordersii KS O2 dzy OA f Q2
regulations.

Village hall ¢ Members of the parish
council recenthyapproved expenditure for
the hall including the upgrade of the
remaining old fluorescenrtghts in the

main hall. Vbrk to the sound systewas
considered because ithe pastthe sound
system was just connected to two speakers
in the main hall. This did not provide
adequate amplification for the back of the
hall or the lounge area. New speakers
have now been provided and
improvements to the sound system which
enabks a much better sound throughout
the hall. The parish council also took the
decision to lock the sound system box.
This follows a booking where all the
controls and leads were tampered with
andcost £55 to rectify. Anyone wishing to
use the PA systemilivhave to ask the
caretaker to unlock it and the equipment
will be checked before the hirer leaves to
ensure it works correctly. The gas boiler,
which has been in almost constant use for
the past ten years is now showing signs of
wear and has needed non repairs for the
past year. A decision has therefore been
taken to replace the boiler this July,
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during the annual shutdown cleaning
period. The tender process is currently
underway with a contractor to be chosen
at the June meeting of the council.

The village hall and changing rooms,
together with some outside railings will
also be decorated during the summer
monthsin order to maintain parish
facilities.

Councillors recently reviewed their policy
in relation to cancellations of bookings at
the vilage hall. Following discussion it was
agreed that the current booking form
adequately covered all cancellation
concerns and that, in the event of any
unusual circumstances, the matter would
be considered on an individual basis.

The village hall doegils experience hirers
that do not adhere to the booking
conditions and this can lead to them
receiving an additional account for extra
cleaning required or, in the event of a late
booking or bar provision, not receiving
their £100 deposit backThis is bviously
not ideal for hirers, the parish council or
members of staff who find that they have
to work additional hours in order for the
hall to be in an acceptable condition for
the next booking. All users of the hall are
therefore kindly requested to rehthe
booking conditions very carefully and
adhere to them at all times.
