GRIT BINS IN THE PARISH 
Within the parish Derbyshire County Council 
owns 6 grit bins and the parish council 17.  A 
further 2 have been provided by residents 
and the council undertook to fill them for 
the benefit of the parish. 
In the past, when a parish council bin 
needed re-filling, an order would be placed 
with DCC and it would be filled within the 
next couple of weeks, at a cost of 
approximately £70 per bin.  In the event of 
poor weather this used to prove very costly 
for parish finances and the bins could 
remain empty during crucial periods.   
Last year an agreement was reached with 
DCC that, if the grit was available, DCC 
would provide the parish with their 
requirements on the understanding that the 
council would also fill up DCC bins.  
This system meant that, once a bin was 
empty, the council could arrange to have it 
filled in a matter of days and at a 
considerable reduction in cost. 
However this winter the parish council has 
been unable to keep the bins filled because 
some residents have been emptying them, 
almost as soon as they have been filled, and 
taking the grit for personal use.  This meant 
that the supplies held by the parish council 
were soon utilised and, as DCC would not 
release any more grit, the council had none 
to fill up the bins.  Many residents suffered 
through this action taken by the few people 
who felt it necessary to take the grit for 
their own personal use.  Residents are 
therefore reminded that the grit supplied in 
the bins is for road and pavement use only.   
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PRECEPT 
The parish council is very pleased to 
announce that the precept for 2010-2011 
has been set at £45883.  This amount 
represents a 1% increase on the previous 
year. 
Members of the Council gave very careful 
consideration to the current economic 
climate and have managed to keep costs 
down, while still providing high quality 
services and best value for the entire 
parish. 
 

VILLAGE HALL 
The village hall, as usual, remains well 
utilised with both regular and casual 
bookings.  It did however suffer a loss in  
income of £306.70 during the recent bad 
spell of weather.  As members are well 
aware that users of the hall sometimes 
cannot attend if the weather is very bad 
they have resolved that if users of the 
hall cancel their booking due to 
adverse weather conditions then they will 
not be charged for this.  However, if users 
just do not turn up, thus necessitating the 
Caretaker to attend and unlock the hall, 
then they will be charged their normal fee. 
Cancellations can be made by speaking to 
Marion in the office during normal opening 
times or by leaving a message on the 
Clerk’s telephone number.  Messages can 
then be passed on to the Caretaker.  
Please do not leave a message on the 
village hall answer machine as this 
message might not be heard before your 
event is scheduled to start. 
Maintenance of the hall remains an 
important part of the council’s 
expenditure and over the Christmas period 
the main hall floor was completely sanded 
back and re-varnished.   
Electrical and safety tests recently carried 
out confirm that the hall is safe and  
 

 
complies with all relevant legislation.  
However it was decided to re-vamp the  
lighting in the hall.  The original florescent 
lights, which hang from chains affixed to 
the roof have always proved very difficult 
to maintain, have no covers on them and 
had very old fixings. Work has now been 
carried out to remove these lights and fix 
more efficient lighting to the side beams in 
the hall. 
 

PLANNING 
The parish council is a statutory consultee 
on planning matters and have recently 
been contacted by North East Derbyshire 
County Council in relation to the draft 
2009 Strategic Housing Land Availability 
Assessment consultation.  This 
documentation indicates that there is no 
substantial land available in Holymoorside 
but it does highlight one site in the parish 
on Matlock Road with a housing yield for 9 
dwellings. 

 
 

 CHRISTMAS CAROL CONCERT 
This event is fast becoming a firm favourite 
in the parish’s annual Christmas 
celebrations.  The event was very well 
attended and the mince pies and sherry 
were enjoyed by all.  The hall was full by 7 
pm and the atmosphere was convivial, the 
singing superb and the event was a real 
chance for neighbours to begin their 
seasonal celebrations together.  
 

On a different note, but still related to 
Christmas, the tree on which the lights are 
placed is now  too big for to reach the top 
and a tree with lights only half way up is 
just not acceptable!  Consultation is now 
underway in relation to removing the top 
three metres of the tree and although this 
would necessitate regular maintenance to 
retain the tree’s shape, members agree 
this work is necessary in order to enable 
the tree to be used long term. 
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FUTURE EVENTS 
Decisions have already been made to hold 
a ‘fun day’ on Saturday 28 August and 
members will soon be meeting to review 
the format of this event.  A Hallowe’en 
disco will also be held on Saturday 30 
October from 6.30-8pm. Both these events 
are well attended and the council is 
pleased to be able to continue arranging 
these events in order to promote 
community spirit. 
 

Residents are reminded that they can 
contact the council to discuss and concerns 
or make any comments on parish issues.  
There is also a public participation session 
at the beginning of all council meeting 
where you can come along and have your 
say.
